The Feast of the English Martyrs ñ 4th. May  
On Tuesday this week we celebrate the many men and women who suffered 
for the faith in England between 1535 and 1680 and have subsequently been 
recognised by the Church. These include priests, as well as the laity pre-
pared to shelter them, to arrange secret masses, and witness to the faith. 
They came from all ages and backgrounds, and their heroic witness helps us 

to have a greater love for the Church, 
the Mass and the priesthood. 
On 25th October 1970, Pope Paul VI 
canonized the Forty Martyrs of England 
and Wales, ñto the glory of the holy and 
undivided Trinity, for the honour of the 
universal faith and the advancement of 

Christian lifeò. The forty were chosen from among the hundreds of Catholics 
who, in the dark days of persecution, had died for their faith.

Food for the Journey  

The Catechism teaches: 
ñBecause the Holy Spirit is the anointing of Christ, it is Christ whoépours out 
the Spirit among his members to nourish, heal, and organize them in their   
mutual functions, to give them life, send them to bear witness, and associate 
them to his self- offering to the Father and to his intercession for the whole 
world. (#739) 
 

We need food for the journey. We need Spiritual nourishment for our 
souls as we journey through life, just as our bodies need physical food. 
What is this Spiritual nourishment? The Holy Spirit co-operates with 
Jesus to feed us and nourish our souls. We petition God the Father in 
the LordΩs Prayer to άgive us this day our daily bread.έ Jesus says, άthe 
human person  does not live by bread alone, but by every word that 
comes from the mouth of God.έ (Matthew 4:4)  
 
The Church speaks of two tables, i.e. two sources of spiritual   
nourishment in the MassΥ άthe table of the Wordέ and άthe table of 
the  Eucharist.έ Also the Catechism says: άWith a motherΩs foresight, 
[the Church] also lavishes on us day after day in her liturgy the
